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Fishing
Fishing is excellent in the Gulf country, with 
many visitors travelling to the area to chase 
the legendary barramundi. Borroloola is 
located on the McArthur River, approx. 
60km upstream from the sea. A variety of 
accommodation is available in town, from 
camping to guesthouses. Fishing maps and 
National Park fact sheets may be obtained 
at the VIC on your way through Tennant 
Creek.

King Ash Bay
Near the junction of the McArthur River 
and the Carrington Channel is the King Ash 
Bay Fishing Club. Service station, camping 
facilities and a general store are found here. 
View the King Ash Bay website for more 
details (www.kingashbay.com) The McArthur 
River also offers boat access to the Gulf of 
Carpentaria. 

Sir Edward Pellew Islands
Named by Matthew Flinders, these pristine 
islands provide access to an immense 
variety of reef/game fishing, Red Emporer, 
Snapper, Mangrove Jack and Barramundi, 
to name just a few. Sightings of Dugong, 
Porpoise, Turtles and incredible birdlife are 
an everyday occurrence.

The Barranyi (North Island) National Park, 
located in these islands, is the Territory’s 
only island National Park. This park offers 
excellent bird-watching, photography, 
fishing and bush-walking opportunities. 
Trips to this park need to be registered with 
the Parks and Wildlife rangers.

Limmen Bight National Park
The rivers and coastal waters of the Gulf 
provide magnificent remote fishing to 
experienced 4WDrivers. Anglers can explore 
all six of the main Gulf coastal rivers in the 
Limmen Bight National Park - the Limmen 
Bight, Nathan, Cox, Towns, Hodgson and 
Roper Rivers. The park includes catchment 
areas of these rivers, extending to the 
offshore reefs of the Gulf. Many varieties of 
fish are found here.

Suggested Itinerary
Travel north on the Stuart Hwy to the Hi Way 
Inn. Turn east onto the Carpentaria Hwy and 
journey through the subtropical landscape of 
the Gulf region. Having sampled the relaxed 
lifestyle of this remote coastal paradise, 
return via the Tablelands Highway, passing 
through the sweeping Mitchell grass plains 
to the Barkly Homestead. This journey 
allows you to experience the diverse nature 
of our amazing outback landscape.
